Eligibility Requirement:
1. Must be a female African-American high school, college, trade school or adult student.
2. Must reside in North San Diego County.
3. Must have C average or above and good citizenship.
4. Must be enrolled in a college with a minimum of 12 units, ROP, or trade school for Fall Semester, 2012.
5. Must submit a completed application, resume, official transcript and two letters of recommendation from teachers, ministers, employers, or community organizations.  Official transcript must be in a sealed envelope or sent directly from a counselor.   

Application Period:
February 1, 2012 TO March 31, 2012

Deadline for Receipt:
Application must be postmarked no later than March 31, 2012 to be considered.  Please send application to the above address.

Method of Disbursement:
Winner must present confirmation of enrollment at a four-year college, community college, trade/technical school, or ROP to receive their award.  Confirmation of enrollment must be received by SEPTEMBER 30, 2012.  Winner forfeits award if the deadline is not met.  

PLEASE NOTE:  Awardee may be asked to participate in NCAAWA activities, i.e., Gentlemen’s Gourmet, Women’s Conference, etc.  Awardee must provide a photo for publicity purposes to the award chairperson immediately.

DATES TO REMEMBER:
February 1, 2012 to March 31, 2012 – Award application period
May to June 2012 - Winners announced at an Awards Program and/or notified by mail.  Must provide photo.
September 30, 2012 – Deadline for award recipient to confirm enrollment 
October 2012 – Financial awards mailed to recipients
