1.    Must be a female African-American high school, college, trade school or adult student.

2.     Must reside in North San Diego County.

3.     Must have “C” average or above and good citizenship.

4. Must be enrolled in a college with a minimum of 12 units, ROP, or trade school for Fall Semester, 2012.

5. Must submit a completed application, resume, official transcript and two letters of recommendation from teachers, ministers, employers, or community organizations.  Official transcript must be in a sealed envelope or sent directly from a counselor.   
Frequently asked Questions
 Q.  Do I need to fill out the application and submit a resume?
 A.  Yes!  Please do not write “see resume” or “see attached” on the application.  A typed application is           
not required, but highly recommended.  The application should be legible, with correct spelling and 

       complete sentences.  Please review before mailing or submitting online.
Q.  Do I need a transcript to apply for the NCAAWA scholarship?
A.   Yes. An official transcript is required.  However, if you are unable to obtain an official                   
transcript by the March 31st deadline, you may submit an unofficial transcript. Prior to award, an

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Q.  When can I apply?
A.  You can apply February 1, 2012 through March 31, 2012. 
Q.  I am still in high school. When can I apply for a scholarship?
A.  Area high school students should apply for the scholarship during their senior year, the year they are   
graduating. 

Q.  Does NCAAWA provide scholarships for continuing education?                                                                   
Yes.  Submit your application each year you meet the qualifications.                                                                                

Q.  How much money can a scholarship give me?

A.  NCAAWA scholarships depend completely on our fundraising abilities, so we have no set amount. 
Q.  Is the scholarship award money only for school?
A.  A check is issued payable to the student in the amount of their scholarship award and may be used for school and personal expenses.  To claim their award, students must submit proof of full-time enrollment (12 units) and a photo for publicity purposes.

Q.  May I apply for the scholarship more than one time?

A.  You may apply for the scholarship as long as you are attending school and enrolled in the required number of units.  
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
